Memorial Park Pavilion:  The board discussed hiring Klaus Heinert to assist the township in developing a park improvement plan at Memorial Park on Karlin Road, Interlochen, Michigan.
Moved McDonald, Second Bieganowski to hire Klaus Heinert based on his offer of $8,300.00 to assist the township in developing a park improvement plan for a new pavilion and approve his cost of $400.00 per meeting cost for additional meetings if needed.  Carried.
RFP for Governmental Site Plan:  Leslie Sickterman:  Discussed the RFP for Governmental Site Plan Leslie prepared.  Moved Bieganowski, Second Radtke to authorize Leslie Sickterman to complete the Governmental Site Plan RFP and forward to potential bidders within the next five (5) days stating the bids are due into the Township office on or before July 28, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.

Part-Time Maintenance Person:  The board discussed hiring a part time maintenance person/handyman to help out at the office, library/Golden Fellowship Hall, Memorial Park and Mt. Hope Cemetery.   Moved Kramer, Second Schroeter to run an ad in the Traverse City Record Eagle for a part time maintenance person/ handyman for $15.50 per hour.  Request a resume listing qualifications be due into the Township office on or before July 1, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.  Carried.  
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Reconstitution of Parks and Recs Committee – Dave Bieganowski:  Supervisor Biondo named Katie Clark, Jim Anderson, Tom Fabatz, Pat McDonald and Marv Radtke to the Parks and Recs Committee.  Moved Bieganowski, Second Schroeter adopt Supervisor Biondos recommendations for Parks and Recs Committee.  Carried.
NEW BUSINESS CONTINUED:
Rural Fire Board Representative:  Dave Bieganowski:  Dave asked the board to consider appointing Marv Radtke as the Grand Traverse Rural Fire Board Representative replacing Paul Biondo.  No action taken.
School Lease – Pat McDonald:  Pat asked the board to consider authorizing Supervisor Biondo to enter into an option to lease agreement for three (3) years at $1.00 a year for a portion of Township property for a Charter Elementary School.  Paul also discussed the possibility of petitioning to seize land from Traverse City Area Public Schools to redistrict our students to Kingsley School.  This would consist of circulating a petition which would need two thirds of the landowners support and no more than 10 percent of Traverse City Area Public Schools district could be reassigned in the process by law.  This process could take possibly a year to do. Schroeter stated she is concerned once we move the children the parents may not be willing to move them again.  Moved McDonald, Second Schroeter the Township Board authorizes the Township Supervisor to enter into an option with the local Charter Elementary School applicant to lease land for the schools use and the placement of portable buildings on the land located in the Tenth Street land holding, east of M-37.  The location will be at the discretion of the Township Board for a period of three (3) years at a cost of $1.00 per year.  Said option is subject to ratification of the Township Board.  Carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Marv Radtke:  Green Lake Township Trustee reviewed safety concerns at Memorial Park.  Marv updated the board with a list of items that have been repaired or addressed to date.  
These issues were brought to our attention through a video and statement posted on Facebook via Andy Marek.  Andy Marek read the post he placed on Facebook.  Andy stated he posted on Facebook as he is running a campaign and brought the issues to the community.  Following discussion, Supervisor Biondo encouraged everyone to bring any issues to the Township office not via social media.
Dennis Kevwitch:  Discussed an article in the Traverse City Record Eagle pertaining to Traverse City Area Public Schools bringing foreign students to the area to attend school.
Shelby Christianson: 9671 Circle Drive, Interlochen, Michigan:    Suggested the board consider using SEEDS for the new pavilion job.
Tim Trudell:  3076 Bowerman Road, Kingsley, Michigan  49649:  Tim re-addressed the board stating he received an email stating the fire consulting firm did agree to the terms of Grand Traverse Rural Fire.

Sue Schroeter:  Addressed Tim Trudells statements with regards to Green Lake Townships withdrawal from Grand Traverse Rural Fire.
