CALLED TO ORDER:  Called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Supervisor Biondo.
ROLL CALL:  Bieganowski, Radtke, Schroeter, West, McDonald, Kramer, Biondo present.
Township Attorney R. Edward Kuhn present.
PLEDGE:
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Moved Kramer, Second Radtke to approve the agenda with the removal of employee handbook and the addition under new business of lawsuit.  Carried.
OPEN PUBLIC HEARING FOR DUCK LAKE AQUATIC WEEDS:
Moved Radtke, Second Schroeter to open the public hearing at 6:05 p.m.  Carried.
DISCUSSION:
Supervisor Biondo explained how the Duck Lake Aquatic Weeds special assessment was started and asked the audience for questions.
Douglas Weber, 3978 Peninsular Shores Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 asked how do we know we actually have a problem with Eurasian Milfoil?
Wade Adams, President, Orchestra Camp Colony Plat Association asked where in the cove is this problem?  Why is Grant Township not involved?  What was used to treat the Eurasian Water Milfoil?  Asked for verification on how the assessment amount is being spread.  What is the Interlochen State Park being assessed which is where most of the boat traffic originates?  Does the Interlochen State Park have a wash station?
Douglas Weber, 3978 Peninsular Shores Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 stated he feels experts in fresh water biology, DEQ and MSU Extension and independent experts should have been invited to this meeting does not feel we have enough experts present to make a decision.
Edward Earl, 4738 Lakeshore Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 he would like to hear from PLM Lake & Land Management Corp. to answer all of the questions.
Dave Petrove, 9988 Riley Road, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 stated he appreciates Mr. Dewey and his group for getting this process started.  Mr. Petrove feels the board needs to consider a township wide special assessment or funding to save money for any future issues that may arise.
Bre Grabill:  PLM Lake & Land Management Corporation:  Bre introduced herself and spoke briefly on the history of Eurasian Water Milfoil.  It spreads by fragmentation and has a large root system.  Cannot eradicate the plant due to fragments they must attack the root system.  Grows up to one foot in seven (7) days.  They treatment is systemic herbicides in granular or liquid form.  Can narrow down the treatment area.  Pulls most of its nutrients out of the bottom of the lake. 
Sven Anderson, 5132 Birch Park, Lake Ann, Michigan 49650 how dependent is Eurasian Water Milfoil on substrates?  Are most of the nutrients derived by substrates?  Can you eradicate the plant? 
Sandra Adams, 5124 Orchestra Drive, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 asked who made the decision to treat without holding a public meeting first?  She has not seen a lot of change in the lake in all of the years she has been using it.  Was this an emergency? 
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DISCUSSION CONTINUED:
Wade Adams, President, Orchestra Camp Colony Plat Association asked where is it coming from or where is the origin?
Ed Dewey, President, Green Lake/Duck Lake Association, said the group is looking further in the area of the lake and the river to see if other areas are infected and where the origin may be.  His group has been busy educating others how to help prevent the spread along with boat washing stations.  
Douglas Weber, 3978 Peninsular Shores Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 Bre you have done a very effective job scaring people around here.  I would like to look at the scientific side of this and would like to see a power point.  How can you be sure it is actually increasing and not just staying the same if you haven’t studied it for more than a year? It will also help the bottom line of your company with a multi- year contract wont it?
John Novak, 4019 East Shore Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 is one of the volunteers who have been surveying the lake for the past eight to ten years.  This is the first year Eurasian Water Milfoil was found and had not seen it in Horton Creek area previously.  
Orval Carper, 3815 East Shore Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 is the person who found the Eurasian Water Milfoil during a plant survey and it has not been in the creek area before last year.
Amy Adams, Orchestra Camp Colony suggested the group contact Glen Lake and look into what they do to prevent spread of this type of plant in there lakes.
Ruth Verhey asked if you can manipulate the bottom of the lake to discourage growth?
Wade Adams, President, Orchestra Camp Colony Plat Association asked why would it require a special assessment year after year?  Are you destroying other plants in the lake when you treat these plants such as the Northern Milfoil?
Ed Dewey, President, Green Lake/Duck Lake Association, 5253 Bush Road, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 invited everyone to attend the Green Lake/Duck Lake Association meeting on August 20th at the Golden Fellowship Hall, 9700 Riley Road, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 beginning at 9:30 a.m.  The speaker will be Dr. Jill Lattimer from the MSU.  The cost to become a member of the group is $15.00 a year.
Ed Earl, 4738 Lakeshore Drive, Grawn, Michigan 49637 said Bre Grabill did an excellent job.
Asked if any Eurasian Water Milfoil was found in the channel?  
George Reinbold, 5568 Lakeview Drive, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 is it likely this will run down the rivers and affect other lakes and streams.  He is very grateful for all the volunteers helping to keep an eye on the lake and the township for acting so fast.
Diane Romeo, 4063 East Shore Dr.,Grawn, Michigan 49637 what are the next steps going forward to set the special assessment?
Sven Anderson, 5132 Birch Park, Lake Ann, Michigan 49650 he stated he has seen lakes with Eurasian Water Milfoil and it destroys lakes.  He does not understand how people can live on 
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the lake and not want to protect the lake and their investments.  For doubters, look further then the end of your wallet and educate yourselves on this matter.
Dave Petrove, 9998 Riley Road, Interlochen, Michigan 49643 explained on the notice to everyone it addresses written objections for the special assessment.
Wade Adams, President, Orchestra Camp Colony Plat Association asked why this is not being assessed by the foot?  There is a lot of State property involved and he feels they should be paying too.

Moved McDonald, Second Kramer to adopt resolution #07112016.1 as presented with correcting $40,000 on page 1, page 2 and page 3 to $40,010 and on page 2 under number 4 remove duplicate line reading “as the benefit to the parcel of land bears to the total benefit to all the parcels of land in the special assessment district”. Roll call vote:  Schroeter – Yes, McDonald – Yes, Radtke – Yes, Bieganowski – Yes, Kramer – Yes, West – Yes, Biondo – Yes.  Carried.

Andy Marek:  Grand Traverse County Road Commission:  Andy reported the Cass Road Bridge project is moving along and an agreement has been reached on employee retirement agreements.

Paul Biondo:  Grand Traverse Rural Fire:   Paul reported the contract for Chief Theo Weber has been extended until the end of the year.  We received correspondence from Grant Township showing they placed Grand Traverse Rural Fire on notice of withdrawal.
Leslie Sickterman:  Green Lake Township Planner:  Leslie reported she has received several phone calls pertaining to the RFP’s sent out in June showing a lot of interest and asking for further verification.  She had a meeting with Mansfield and Associates to discuss potential future zoning change requests for Interlochen Arts Academy.
Pat Thompson:  Interlochen Public Library:  Pat reported they were just approved for a $50,000.00 grant which leaves $335,000.00 left to raise.  They are currently in negotiations with TADL and on July 31, 2016 they will be hosting an over $2 million dollar mark party at the future library site.  The summer reading program is going great.   Dave Bieganowski asked Pat for a more thorough budget to look at before he votes to lease any land to the library for the new building.
Pat McDonald:  Pat asked the board to consider getting in touch with Interlochen Center for the Arts to discuss trail rights in the area of the presidents’ residence so the trail can be extended.
Pat reported he will be sending out four (4) applications by the end of the month looking for an authorizer for a charter school in Interlochen.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Dave Petrove, 9988 Riley Road, Interlochen, Michigan discussed the TADL millage listed on the ballot.  He questioned why our local money is being split up amongst other townships.

Bush Road Property:  Discussed the bid received for a survey per the request of Attorney R. Edward Kuhn due to the lot and road being irregular.  He would like a more defined legal description.  Discussed the project.  Moved Kramer, Second McDonald to authorize Supervisor Biondo to obtain a second quote for a survey and bring this back to the August 8, 2016 board meeting for further discussion.  Carried.  Bieganowski voted No.
EMS Billing/Blair Township ALS Agreement:  Supervisor Biondo updated the board members on the current situation with ambulance billing and reviewed the proposed ALS agreement with Blair Township.  Moved McDonald, Second Schroeter to enter into a mutual aid/ALS agreement with Blair Township as presented with date change and authorize Supervisor Biondo to sign the contract.  Board will hold a study session to review agreement with Fire Recovery.   Carried.
